About TECH FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM (TFP)

Miami Light Project launched TFP in 2012 as a technical training intensive that supports the professional development of Miami-based designers and technicians. By training, mentoring and allowing technicians to work in a multi discipline arts venue we are building an innovative design and technical community unique to Miami. Annually, 10 – 15 fellows are selected for this initiative. In addition to a free workshop and training bootcamp, the fellows receive time in The Light Box to work with various technologies, full production support & professional development assistance.

Through TFP, Miami Light Project has developed more than 40 South Florida-based technicians and designers. Over 20 of those fellows have gone on to work in multiple venues in South Florida, New York, and Los Angeles. 

FAQs

1. What kind of  Fellows are you seeking? 

Fellows are interested and passionate individuals who want to pursue a career in entertainment production. Fellows should be open to multi-disciplinary production and have a flexible work schedule. 

2. Who is eligible to apply? 

Applicants must be at least 18 years old and have a high school diploma. 

3. What should I include with my application? 

Please include a resume, 2 letters of recommendation, and samples of work (if any)

4. What is the training timeline like? 

· Orientation 

· 6 Week Workshop Bootcamp 

· Shadowing professionals for 40 hours

· Work for Miami Light Project productions and events

5. What is the rate of pay for working on crew? 

· Fellows begin with a base rate of $10 per hour after completing training 

· Eligible fellows will receive a pay increase upon graduation 

6. Will I get a full time job after completing the fellowship program? 

The fellowship program is not a job, but a training  and development program. Fellows will have part time work with Miami Light Project and The Light Box on a as needed basis. 

7. What does professional development entail?

The TFP will connect you to a network of technicians, artists, and designers. Fellows will have access to mentors in the industry that will help navigate them into production. 

8. Do I need experience in the arts or production? 

No. Applicants should be lovers of the arts world with an interest in technical design and production. Some experience is preferred. 

9. What if I have a job?

· Applicants must attend all bootcamp workshops and must complete 40 hours of unpaid production work

· Applicants should request time off to work on productions and special events. Schedule will be determined with the Technical Director
